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Dear Friends,

We are happy to report that Family Health Ministries has completed another exciting year.
God continues to bless us with new relationships, projects, and resources beyond our expectations
and sometimes beyond our imaginations. We didn’t have a clue where we were headed when we
started our non-profit application 8 years ago. Looking back, we were
young in our mission, committed to the vision and somewhat naive about
where we were going.

In the next few pages we want to share with you the highlights of
how your support of Family Health Ministries is changing lives. This year,
ninety-four volunteers spent at least a week in Haiti on one of our mission
teams providing healthcare, construction needs, and vacation Bible school.
We had five student interns from surrounding universities who worked on
FHM research and educational projects. We expanded our partnership with
Duke University, developed a new partnership with Qiagen Corporation and have grown our relation-
ships with many of the church congregations that support us.

In Haiti, the Blanchard Family Health Clinic completed its first year of operation providing ser-
vices to 500 patients/month, in Fondwa we initiated a new clinic-based infant nutrition program, and
in Leogane we purchased 10 acres of land which eventually will be home for a Women and Chil-
dren’s Health Center. We hired three new staff in Durham, NC, to keep up with the growth in these
programs and we anticipate we are going to need additional help this year. Our dedicated board of
directors, staff and volunteers has responded to our growth by giving countless hours of service to
help us function as efficiently as possible, and remarkably our administrative expenses dropped to
only 10 percent of our budget this year.

With your continued support, we hope to raise $91,000 to complete the
second floor of the Blanchard clinic to keep pace with its success. In Fondwa,
every child now has his/her own bed at the Fatima House Orphanage but we
still need about $30,000 to finish the final phase of construction. In Leogane
we are estimating that we need to raise about $6,200,000 to build the Women
and Children’s Health Center. We are excited by the work that is in front of us!

By God'’s grace and His continued blessings we embrace the chal-
lenges before us in 2008. We look forward to our continued partnership with
you as we work together in building and sustaining healthy families. We are confident that we are
going to see things continue to happen that we can't yet imagine.
