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Family Health Ministries, working in Leogane, Haiti, for the past 10 years on cervical
cancer prevention, has been asked to build a health center that will begin to address
some of the many other healthcare needs of women, children and their families.

Family Health Ministries consulted with the community and the leadership of other organi-
zations working in the area for several years, and then took its first step by purchasing
three Carreaus of land, approximately 10 acres, in August, 2007. The site, featured above,
lies on Haiti's southern coastal plain and is accessible from Port-au-Prince as well as the
nearby mountains.

FHM'’s vision is to build a center that, like our cervical cancer prevention program:
belongs to the community
is a model of excellence and sustainability,
focuses on finding strategies to improve the health care of families in the future
is reproducible in other communities around the world.

Equally important will be the center’s focus on research and education with a mission to
learn from the care that it provides and to share what it learns with others. To succeed, the
Leogane Family Health Center will need to build even stronger relationships with the com-
munity and to tap into the expertise of people living local as well as abroad, so that we can
learn from each other.

The new Family Health and Research Center of Leogane will be open,
bright, and energy-efficient. The plans to maximize energy efficiency
include:

decreasing energy requirements through the use of a double roof
design combined with strategically placed ventilation & LED lighting

combining renewable energy technologies (solar & wind power) with
energy efficient backup generators

ACCESSIBLE

The center will be located on the Leogane bypass near the bus station
so that it will be accessible to the citizens of Leogane and the surround-
ing communities.
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
