About Family Health Ministries—

Family Health Ministries (FHM) is a multi-ethnic, Christian nonprofit organization dedicated to developing long
-term relationships with underserved individuals, families and communities to help themselves in culturally-
relevant ways.

Currently FHM supports programs in maternal and child health, nutrition, education
and church development in Haiti and other underserved communities.

FHM has had medical partnerships in Leogane since 1993, primarily working on cer-
vical cancer prevention. They have built three clinics in Haiti and currently employ 15
healthcare workers there.

In August 2007, FHM bought 10 acres of land in Leogane and are currently planning
the details of the new women’s and children’s hospital. They will raise between $10
and $12M US to build the facility in several phases over the next five years.

FHM also runs an infant and toddler malnutrition program in the mountain community of Fondwa, about 30
minutes from Leogane. In addition, they support an orphanage and school, grades preschool through Filo, or
grade thirteen.

About the scholarship program—

Family Health Ministries formed the Nursing Scholarship Program in September 2008 in response to the
emerging needs of its Fondwa school program where students, particularly orphans, required financial assis-
tance to pursue post-high school education. The scholarship program is modeled after a sponsorship pro-
gram that FHM has run at the secondary school level for eight years.
